	Safe Work Procedure

	1. Do not attempt to use or operate defective equipment. 

2. Unplug defective equipment if electrical.

3. Notify the client or client’s family member of the defective equipment, and that it cannot be used until it is repaired or replaced.

4. Notify your supervisor as soon as possible and complete an incident report.

5. The supervisor will notify the client that service cannot be provided until the equipment is repaired or replaced.  E.g. cannot transfer client until wheelchair is repaired, frayed vacuum cord repaired or replaced.
6. The Supervisor will notify the Care Coordinator if service is being withheld.

7. Services will resume, or the equipment may be used again when:
a. The home support worker and/or supervisor is advised of the repair or replacement, and
b. The client or client’s family member demonstrates to the worker that the equipment is in good repair.  E.g. provides a demonstration or displays a service invoice.

8.  The Supervisor will notify the Care Coordinator of reinstatement of service.
